VII. Instructional Methods and Activities 
Instructional methods may include, but are not limited to:  traditional lectures, distance learning, in-
class discussion, small group discussion, problem-based learning, group projects/presentations, 
individual projects/presentations, lectures/presentations posted on Moodle, independent study, 
assignments or exercises completed in or out of class, wiki page development, and individual skill 
demonstration. 
 
Active participation in class and group activities is required.  For this course, students are 
expected to shed the traditional role of passive receptor of knowledge being doled out by 
the instructor and the textbook.  Instead, the student should attempt to obtain knowledge, 
develop skills and then use them meaningfully.  In the event student participation is not 
satisfactory, the instructor reserves the right to assign an in class essay on that day's topic.  
The essay will be 2 double-spaced pages in length and will be due at midnight of the same 
day.  The essay will count for 50 points.
