In case of emergency, the course 
coordinator must be notified within 48 hours of the emergency.  Failure to do so will result in a 
zero (0) grade for that exam.  Make-up exams will be prepared at the same or higher level than 
the original exam.  The format of the make-up exam may be written or oral. Failure to attend a 
scheduled make-up exam will result in a zero (0) grade for that exam.  Students missing an exam 
due to a University approved excuse will take the make-up exam during the week of finals, or as 
determined by the course coordinator.
