


Additional Important Dates

December

Priority deadline for all SAP, FAFSA and unsatisfied requirements to be turned in for Spring aid to be
posted by the fee payment deadline. (Paperwork received after this date will still be processed.
However, aid is not guaranteed to be posted in time for the Spring fee hill for any paperwork or FAFSA
information received after December 2, 2024.)

First-Time Freshmen, Transfers, and International Transfers (Transferring from US Institution):
Priority deadline for applying for the Spring semester. Submit application and credentials (application
fee, test scores, and transcripts) by this date.

If the application or any of the credentials is received after this date, an admissions decision is not
guaranteed before the start of the semester, and the student may be subject to late registration, late
fees, and may be denied financial aid and/or scholarships for that semester.
